Food (reminder from last week's newsletter): 

Following successful student council involvement, our school menu is now halal.  

Please do be aware, that even with a good lunch, many children are hungry by the mid-morning 

break time. In Reception, there are snack times in the morning and afternoon, which include 

free fruit which is also given to children in Year 1 and 2. Children in Years 3 - 6 are encouraged 

to bring a healthy snack for the morning break, such as a piece of fruit or crackers and cheese. 

 

Parent/carer engagement: 

At St Andrew's, we would love for every parent/carer to feel that they can engage with the 

school at the level at which they feel comfortable.
