- Comprehension:
Reading familiar books and ditties to develop
understanding.

- Reading

Continue to learn one sound for each letter (Read
Write Inc Phonics — Set 1). Sound blend simple
words, read some simple sentences.

Core Stories: Funny Bones, The Gingerbread Man,
The First Christmas.

- Writing

Use a range of drawing/writing & mark making
materials inside and out. Write own name with
recognisable letters; write simple words
independently using lower case letters.

Learn about the past from stories and events —
