- Comprehension:  
Retell stories & narratives in their own words. 
Use new vocabulary learned from stories, 
poems  
- Reading 
Learn one sound for each letter (Read Write Inc 
Phonics – Set 1). Sound blend simple words, 
read some simple sentences.   
 
Core Stories: The Little Red Hen, Owl Babies, 
The Enormous Turnip.  
 
- Writing 
Exploring variety of drawing and writing 
materials. Write own name with recognisable 
letters; represent sounds with a letter.
